Long before Christ, kings were reckoned mediators    
between the gods and the realm. In medieval Europe, 
emperors and kings were “priestly” mediators of a    
Corpus Mysticum Christi (a Mystical Body of Christ), a 
baptized body politic. Promising young men fled to    
hermitages and monasteries. Meet the 13th century  
Franciscan mystic, theologian, and bishop: St Bonaventure. 
His feast day is July 15.   
 

From “The Journey of the Mind to God” 
By St. Bonaventure 

 
Christ is both the way and the door…the staircase and 
the vehicle…"the mystery hidden from the ages." A man 
should turn his full attention to this throne of mercy and 
should gaze at him hanging on the cross… [through 
which] he will pass over the Red Sea, leaving Egypt, and 
entering the desert. There he will taste the hidden manna, 
and rest with Christ in the sepulcher, as if he were dead 
to things outside… We must transform the peak of our 
affections, directing them to God alone. This is a sacred 
mystical experience. 
 
If you ask how such things occur, seek the answer in 
God’s grace, not in doctrine; in the longing of the will, 
not in the understanding; in the sighs of prayer, not in 
research; seek the bridegroom not the teacher; God and 
not man; darkness not daylight; and look not to the light 
but rather to the raging fire that carries the soul to God 
with intense fervor and glowing love. The fire is God, and 
the furnace is in Jerusalem, fired by Christ in the ardor 
of his loving passion… Anyone who cherishes this kind of 
death can see God, for it is certainly true that, "No man 
can look upon me and live." Let us die, then, and enter 
into the darkness, silencing our anxieties, our passions 
and all the fantasies of our imagination. Let us pass over 
with the crucified Christ "from this world to the Father," 
so that, when the Father has shown himself to us, we 
can say with Philip, "It is enough." We may hear with 
Paul: "My grace is sufficient for you;" and we can rejoice 
with David, saying, "My flesh and my heart fail me, but 
God is the strength of my heart and my heritage forever.

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Mucho antes de Cristo, los reyes eran considerados los 
mediadores entre los dioses y el reino. En la Europa 
medieval, los emperadores y reyes eran también los 
mediadores “sacerdotales” del Corpus Myscticum 
Christi (el Cuerpo Místico de Cristo), un cuerpo político 
bautizado. Los jóvenes prometedores huían a los mo-
nasterios u otros refugios. De entre ellos, conoce al 
místico, teólogo y obispo franciscano del siglo XIII:   
San Buenaventura. Su fiesta es el 15 de Julio.  
 

Un extracto de “Itinerario del Alma hacia Dios” 
Por San Buenaventura 

 
Cristo es el camino y la puerta, la escala y el vehículo… 
“sacramento escondido en Dios desde tantos siglos.” El 
hombre debe dirigir toda su atención a ese trono de 
misericordia y debe mirarlo colgado en la cruz…(en 
virtud de la cual) pasara a través del mar Rojo, entran-
do de Egipto en el desierto, donde le será dado gustar 
el maná escondido y descansará con Cristo en el sepul-
cro, cual si estuviera muerto al exterior...Y en este 
transito, si es perfecto, es necesario que se dejen todas 
las operaciones intelectuales, y que el ápice del afecto 
se traslade todo a Dios y todo se transforme en Dios. 
Esta es una experiencia mística sagrada.  

  
Y si tratas de averiguar como ocurren tales cosas, bus-
ca la respuesta en la Gracia de Dios, no en la doctrina; 
en el anhelo de la voluntad, no en el entendimiento; en 
los gemidos de la oración, no en el estudio; busca al 
esposo, no al maestro; a Dios, no al hombre; a la tinie-
bla, no a la claridad; no mires a la luz, sino mas bien al 
fuego, que lleva el alma a Dios con intenso fervor y  
ardentísimos afectos. Fuego que ciertamente, es Dios, 
y fuego cuyo horno está en Jerusalén, y que lo encen-
dió Cristo con el fervor de su ardentísima pasión... El 
que ama esta clase de muerte puede ver a Dios, por-
que, sin duda alguna, son ciertas estas palabras: “No 
me verá hombre alguno sin morir.” Muramos, pues, y 
entremos en estas tinieblas, reduzcamos a silencio 
nuestras ansiedades, nuestras pasiones y los fantas-
mas de nuestra imaginación; pasemos con Cristo cru-
cificado “de este mundo al Padre”, a fin de que, mani-
festándose en nosotros el Padre, digamos con Felipe: 
“Esto nos basta”; oigamos con San Pablo: “Bástate mi 
gracia”; y nos alegremos con David, diciendo:  “Mi  
carne y mi corazón desfallecen, pero Dios es la fortale-
za de mi corazón y herencia mía por toda la eternidad. 
Bendito sea el Señor por siempre, y que todo el pueblo 
responda: Así sea. Así sea Amén.”
