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Changing 
Water into 

Wine

Jesus’ first miracle was at a wedding. The Wedding 

Feast of the Lamb has begun. Revelation concludes 

with the Wedding Feast, as multitudes of angels 

sing, ”Let us rejoice and exult and give him praise, 

for the Wedding Feast of the  Lamb has begun”  

(Revelation 19:7). Another angel says to St. John, 

“Blessed are those who are called to the Wedding 

Feast of the Lamb” (Revelation 19:9). This is an 

apocalyptic prophecy — a sneak-preview of 

heaven’s glory.  
 

Cana’s miracle happened seven days after John 

the Baptist introduced Jesus as the “Lamb of God.”   

This is an important detail. Per Genesis 1, God made 

the world in seven days. Jesus attends a wedding 

feast seven days after the Forerunner reveals that 

he is the Christ. Cana’s miracle reveals that Christ 

“saw how good it is” once again, and contemplates 

a newly redeemed man and woman at their wedding.  
 

Jesus’ baptism blesses the waters, making them  

potent to wash sins away and give the Holy Spirit to 

us at our baptism. Christ changes water into wine.   

At the Last Supper, he would change the wine into 

his Body and Blood.   
 

St. Thomas Aquinas said wine represents love and 

wisdom, as it “gives joy to man’s heart” (Psalm 104).  

The Song of Songs says, “Eat, O friends, and drink 

wine; drink deeply O lovers” (Songs 5:1)!  Christ    

reveals the New Wine of God’s love and wisdom 

that cheers the human heart.  
 

At Cana’s wedding, Mary tells the waiters, “Do what-

ever  he tells you”. Not only is Christ’s divine power 

revealed, but Mary is revealed as our intercessor.    

He wants us to approach him through her and with 

her. Grace passes through her who is “full of grace” 

(Luke 1:27). 
 

Turn to Mary.  She leads us to the Lamb’s Wedding 

Feast, to the New Creation, where we will forever 

drink the New Wine of God’s love and wisdom.      

“I will drink from the stream by the wayside, and 

therefore I shall life up my head” (Psalm 110:7).

El primer milagro que realizo Jesús fue en una boda. 
Asi da comienzo la Fiesta de las Bodas del Cordero.  
El libro del Apocalipsis concluye con el banquete 
de Bodas y multitudes de ángeles cantando: 
"Alegrémonos y regocijémonos y demos gloria a 
Dios, porque han llegado las Bodas del Cordero"  
(Apocalipsis 19:7). Otro ángel le dice a San Juan: 
"Felices los que han sido invitados al banquete de 
bodas del Cordero" (Apocalipsis 19:9).  Esta es una 
profecía apocalíptica, un adelanto de la gloria 
del cielo. 
 

El milagro de Caná ocurrió siete días después de 
que Juan el Bautista presentara a Jesús como el 
"Cordero de Dios". Este es un detalle importante.  
Según Génesis 1, Dios hizo el mundo en siete días.   
Jesús asiste a un banquete de bodas siete días 
después de que el Precursor revela que él es el 
Cristo.  El milagro de Caná revela que Cristo una 
vez mas "vio que esto era bueno" y contempla la 
redención de un hombre y una mujer en su boda. 
  
El bautismo de Jesús bendice las aguas, haciéndo-
las capaces de lavar nuestros pecados y darnos el 
Espíritu Santo en nuestro bautismo. Cristo transforma 
el agua en vino.  En la Última Cena, transformaría 
el vino en su Cuerpo y Sangre.   
 

Santo Tomás de Aquino dijo que el vino representa 
el amor y la sabiduría, ya que "da alegría al cora-
zón del hombre" (Salmo 104).  El Cantar de los 
Cantares dice: "¡Coman, amigos míos, beban y 
embriáguense de amor!" (Cantares 5:1).  Cristo 
revela el Vino Nuevo del amor y la sabiduría de 
Dios que alegra el corazón humano.  
 

En las bodas de Caná, María les dice a los sirvien-
tes: "Hagan todo lo que él les diga".  Así no solo se 
revela el poder divino de Cristo, sino que María se 
revela como nuestra intercesora. Jesús quiere que 
nos acerquemos a él a través de ella y con ella.  La 
gracia pasa a través de Maria, que está "llena de 
gracia" (Lucas 1:27). 
 

Vuélvete a María.  Ella nos lleva al Banquete de las 
Bodas del Cordero, a la Nueva Creación, donde 
beberemos para siempre el Vino Nuevo del amor 
y la sabiduría de Dios. "En el camino beberá del 
torrente, por eso erguiré su cabeza" (Salmo 110:7).
