Epiphany 

“After coming into the house, they saw the Child with 
Mary his mother; and they fell to the ground and   

worshipped Him. Then, opening their treasures, they 
presented to Him gifts of gold, frankincense, and 

myrrh.” (Matthew 2:11)  
 

“From now on I announce new things to you, hidden 
events of which you knew not.” (Isaiah 48:6) 

 

An “epiphany” reveals something hitherto unknown.  
It’s an “enlightenment” that entails a transcendent 
sense of wonder and creates a hopeful new perspec-
tive. To those who have been given such a gift, only 
the Capital Sins get in its way: Pride, Envy, Greed, Wrath, 
Gluttony, Lust, and Sloth. As the soul is purified from 
such pettiness, the Light of a new hope dawns.   
 

The true Enlightenment was not a 17th-19th century 
intellectual or scientific movement. The real Enlighten-
ment happened 2000 years ago when the “Light came 
into the darkness” (John 1:5) — when God’s Face was 
revealed in the fresh innocence of a Child. This event’s 
only foretelling was from the Holy Spirit speaking through 
the prophets. But the prophets were not understood.  
What they foretold had no basis in history or experience.   
Their cryptic foresight came from Somewhere Else — 
from an unknown realm of Light. “Many things greater 
than these lie hidden, for we have seen but few of this 
works” (Sirach 43:32). New things come from Him “who  
dwells in unapproachable light, whom no man has 
seen or can see” (1 Timothy 6:16).    
 

Christ testified to this Light:  "I am the Light of the world; 
he who follows me will not walk in the darkness but will 
have the Light of life” (John 8:12). "While I am in the 
world, I am the Light of the world” (John 19:5). 
 

This Light can only be received by those who, like the 
Magi, desire it and seek it. First, one must be a disciple, 
and then the Master appears. And what did the Magi 
do when this Light appeared? They contemplated its 
Face. They allowed it to transform them.  
 

When God made the world, he contemplated it and 
saw that it was very good (Genesis 1:31). At Christ’s 
Epiphany, we contemplate God’s Face and find it very 
Good. It changes us. “Behold, I make all things new!”   

(Revelation 21:5)

DID YOU KNOW? 
  

On the Solemnity of the Epiphany, the Church celebrates 
the manifestation (epiphany) of Christ to the Nations 
(gentiles) in the persons of the  Magi, also known as the 
Wise Men, or The Three Kings.  

One tradition during Epiphany is the blessing of your 
house. The head of the household sprinkles holy water 
in each room of the house and says a blessing prayer. 
Normally, the house blessing is coupled with the blessing 
of the doorway and the writing above the door, with a 
blessed chalk, of the year and the initials CMB, as          
illustrated below: 

20 + C + M + B +24. 
 

The initials refer to the blessing itself, represented by 
the Latin prayer “Christus mansionem benedicat”  
(May Christ bless this house).

"Al entrar en la casa, vieron al Niño con María, su ma-
dre; y cayendo en tierra, le adoraron. Luego, abriendo 
sus tesoros, le presentaron regalos de oro, incienso y 

mirra". (Mateo 2:11.) 
 

"De ahora en adelante te anuncio cosas nuevas, 
acontecimientos ocultos de los que no sabías".  

(Isaías 48:6.) 
 

Una "epifanía" revela algo hasta ahora desconocido. 
Es una "iluminación" que implica un sentido trascendente 
de asombro y crea una nueva perspectiva esperanza-
dora. Aquellos a quienes se les ha dado tal regalo, solo 
los pecados capitales se interponen en su camino: or-
gullo, envidia, codicia, ira, gula, lujuria y pereza.  A me-
dida que el alma se purifica de tales mezquindades, res-
plandece la Luz de una nueva esperanza.   
 
El verdadero periodo de “Ilustración” no fue un movi-
miento intelectual o científico de los siglos XVII-XIX.  La 
verdadera Iluminación ocurrió hace 2000 años cuando 
la "Luz brillo en las tinieblas" (Juan 1:5), cuando el Rostro 
de Dios se reveló en la fresca inocencia de un Niño.  La 
única predicción de este evento vino del Espíritu Santo 
hablando a través de los profetas. Pero los profetas no 
fueron comprendidos. Lo que predijeron no tenía base 
en la historia ni en la experiencia del mundo. Su crípti-
ca predicción provenía de otro lugar, de un reino de 
Luz desconocido.  "Muchas cosas mayores que éstas 
están ocultas, porque solo hemos visto pocas de estas 
obras" (Eclesiástico 43:32). Las cosas nuevas vienen de 
Aquel "que habita en una luz inaccesible, a quien na-
die ha visto ni puede ver" (1 Timoteo 6:16).    
 
Cristo dio testimonio de esta Luz:  "Yo soy la Luz del 
mundo. El que me sigue, no andará en tinieblas, sino 
que tendrá la Luz de la vida" (Juan 8:12).  "Mientras es-
toy en el mundo, soy la Luz del mundo" (Juan 19:5). 
 

Esta Luz solo puede ser recibida por aquellos que, como 
los Reyes Magos, la desean y la buscan. Primero, uno 
debe ser un discípulo, para que venga después el 
Maestro. ¿Y qué hicieron los Reyes Magos cuando 
apareció esta Luz? Contemplaron su Rostro. Permitieron 
que los transformara. Cuando Dios hizo el mundo, lo 
contempló y vio que era muy bueno (Génesis 1:31).    
En la Epifanía de Cristo, contemplamos el Rostro de 
Dios y lo encontramos muy Bueno. Nos transforma.  
"¡He aquí, yo hago nuevas todas las cosas!"   
(Revelación 21:5.)
