 ARE YOU NEW TO THE PARISH? 

DO YOU COME TO MASS REGULARLY BUT HAVE 
NOT REGISTERED YET?   

IF you answer YES… 
WE INVITE YOU TO REGISTER! 

Today, Lent’s third Sunday, the Church begins to 
intensely prepare adults for Baptism. This preparation 
is called Scrutinies. Ritually, Scrutinies take place 

during the third, fourth, and fifth Sundays of Lent.   
At Our Lady of Lourdes, Scrutiny rites happen at the 
10:00 AM Mass of those Sundays.   

This is a time for Catechumens (adults preparing for 
baptism) to examine their lives. In prayer, they pre-
pare to receive the Holy Spirit at Baptism. They beg 

God’s grace to align their lives with the Way of the 
Lord Jesus, avoiding sin’s darkness and persevering 
in baptismal innocence. This is the experience of 
Lent’s third, fourth, and fifth Sundays.  

In one sense, Scrutinies are for all of us, even for all-in 
Catholics. Lent is an opportunity to scrutinize our lives. 
Do we really see all people– of any race, language, 

nationality, or culture – as brothers and sisters   
redeemed by Christ, as fellow citizens of Heaven?    
Are we preparing ourselves for God’s judgment, which 
will be about a most basic question, “Whatever you 
did for one of the least of my brothers, you did for 
me” (Matthew 25:40)? 

When Jesus encounters the Samaritan woman at 
the well, to her he is just another Jew.  “Why do you, 
a Jew, ask me for a drink” (John 4:9)? But when Jesus 
reveals the woman’s sins — and she acknowledges 
them — she and her neighbors call him the “Savior 
of the world” (John 4:42). Here’s the point:  When 
we acknowledge sins and reform our lives, the Holy 

Spirit gives us new life and hope, and he bears new 
fruit. God’s Kingdom gets bigger. More people share 
in the joy of the “wedding feast of the Lamb.” 

Lent is not just ritual observance. It’s not just a spiritual 
workout. Penance and fasting are not just another 
diet. Make it real. Pray and meditate on God’s word 

with the “ear of the heart” (Prologue of the Rule of 
St. Benedict). Open your mind and heart to the love 
of all people and nations – especially the poor,   
neglected, and oppressed. Fasting, penance, and 
prayer: these three together avail us to God’s grace. 
Encounter Jesus anew this Lent. And look forward to 
the joy of the Resurrection.

Hoy, tercer domingo de Cuaresma, la Iglesia comien-
za a preparar intensamente a los adultos que recibi-
rán el Sacramento de Bautismo.  A esta preparación 
se le llama Escrutinios.  Ritualmente, los escrutinios se 
celebran el tercer, cuarto y quinto domingo de Cua-
resma.  En Nuestra Señora de Lourdes, se celebran 
durante la misa de las 10:00 a.m. de esos domingos.   
 

Este es un tiempo durante el cual, los catecúmenos 
(adultos que se preparan para el bautismo) examinan 
sus vidas; en oración, se preparan  para recibir el Espíri-
tu Santo en el Bautismo; e imploran la gracia de Dios 
para alinear sus vidas con el Camino del Señor Jesús, 
evitando las tinieblas del pecado y perseverando en 
la inocencia bautismal.  Esta es la experiencia del 
tercer, cuarto y quinto domingo de Cuaresma.  
 

En cierto sentido, los escrutinios son para todos noso-
tros, incluso para todos los católicos.  La Cuaresma es 
una oportunidad para escrudiñar nuestras vidas.  
¿Vemos realmente a todas las personas, de cualquier 
raza, idioma, nacionalidad o cultura, como hermanos 
y hermanas redimidos por Cristo, y conciudadanos 
del Cielo? ¿Nos estamos preparando para el juicio 
final, cuando tendremos que justificar nuestra res-
puesta a un pedido muy básico: "Todo lo que hicie-
ron con el mas pequeño de mis hermanos, lo hicie-
ron conmigo.” (Mateo 25:40)? 
 

Cuando Jesús se encuentra con la mujer samaritana 
en el pozo, ella lo ve como un judío más.  "¿Por qué 
tú, judío, me pides de beber a mi" (Juan 4:9)? Pero 
cuando Jesús le revela sus pecados a la mujer, y ella 
los reconoce, ella y los demás  lo llaman “El Salvador 
del mundo" (Juan 4:42). Este es el punto: cuando re-
conocemos nuestros pecados y reformamos nuestras 
vidas, el Espíritu Santo nos da una nueva vida y espe-
ranza, y El da nuevos frutos. De esta manera, el Reino 
de Dios se hace más grande. Más personas compar-
ten el gozo de la "fiesta de bodas del Cordero". 
 

La Cuaresma no es solo un tiempo para seguir rituales. 
No es solo un entrenamiento espiritual. La penitencia 
y el ayuno no son una dieta más a seguir. La cuaresma 
es una vivencia total. Ora y medita la Palabra de Dios 
con el "oído del corazón" (Prólogo de la Regla de 
San Benito). Abre tu mente y tu corazón al amor de 
todas las personas y naciones, especialmente a los 
pobres, abandonados y oprimidos. El ayuno, la peni-
tencia y la oración son tres acciones que nos sirven 
para recibir la gracia de Dios. Busca a Jesús de nuevo 
en esta Cuaresma. Y espera el gozo de la Resurrección.
