The Last Things

November’s Mysteries
By Fr. Frederick Edlefsen

November is about the Last Things: death and judgment. How’s that
for a happy note? But the news is good.

November Ist is A/ Saints Day. Look to heaven. Make friends with
saints. “If anyone is in Christ, the new creation has come”

(2 Corinthians 5:17). November 2 is Al Souls Day. We pray for
saved souls being purified. Purgatory polishes us up for Heaven. This
month, we meditate on time’s End and the Last Judgment; and we
anticipate Christ's Second Coming on November 26, the feast of
Christ the King. This is an apt segue into Advent. From Advent’s
First Sunday until December |7, the readings at Mass foretell Christ’s
Second Coming.

Back to the subject of death. Death is not just an unhappy
limitation. It's something we “do” before the “tribunal of Christ” (2
Corinthians 5:10). Our secret intentions stand revealed before God’s
glance. No press releases. God’s glance is a serene Light that “hands
all things over to the Father” (1 Corinthians 15:24). At death, we
make a serene, honest, and humble acknowledgment of everything in
our life. Be not afraid. Mercy reaches deep. God’s judgment is
gentle and wise, a healing encounter that resolves everything.

But what about hell? The fact that “God is Love” (I John 4:8)
answers the question. In heaven, love is perfect. But love cannot be
forced. Love is a free choice. In this life, freedom is tested so that
love is perfected. This painful experience proposes two eternal
possibilities after death: loneliness or love.

Hell’s essence is loneliness. Heaven’s essence is love. Preparing for
heaven is a training in freedom - because love is free. Love cannot
force. Love invites. No one - not even God - can force you to love.
By making us free creatures, God has chosen to limit his
omnipotence. But whatever we choose, we pay homage to God's
greatness. Heaven praises God’s mercy. Hell praises God’s justice.
Both reveal God’s love. Everything serves God.

What is heaven like? | don’t know, “for we have seen but few of
His works” (Sirach 43:34). But time gives hints. All beauty, truth,
goodness, and peace hint at something great beyond death. “I saw a
new Heaven and new Earth” (Revelation 21:I). “Behold, | make all
things new” (Rev. 21:5).

Volviendo al tema de la muerte. La muerte es mas que un final triste.
Es algo que "hacemos" ante el "tribunal de Cristo" (2 Corintios 5:10).
Todas nuestras intenciones secretas se revelan ante la mirada de Dios.
No hay necesidad de comunicados de prensa. La mirada de Dios es una
Luz serena que "entrega todas las cosas al Padre" (I Corintios 15:24).
Al morir, damos un reconocimiento sereno, honesto y humilde de todo
en nuestra vida. No tengais miedo. La misericordia de Dios llega a lo
mas profundo. El juicio de Dios es docil y sabio, un encuentro sanador
que lo resuelve todo.

Pero, ;qué pasa con el infierno? EI hecho que "Dios es Amor" (I Juan
4:8) responde a esta pregunta. En el cielo, el amor es perfecto. Pero el
amor no puede ser forzado. El amor es una eleccion libre. En esta vida,
a libertad de amar se pone a prueba para que el amor se perfeccione.
Esta experiencia humana presenta dos posibilidades para la eternidad
después de la muerte: la soledad o el amor.

La esencia del infierno es la soledad. La esencia del cielo es el amor.
Prepararse para el cielo es un entrenamiento en el libre albedrio, porque
el amor es libre. El amor no se puede forzar. EI amor ofrece. Nadie, ni
siquiera Dios, puede obligarte a amar. Al hacernos criaturas con libre
albedrio, Dios ha elegido limitar su omnipotencia. Pero no importa lo
que elijamos, siempre rendimos homenaje a la grandeza de Dios. El cielo
exalta la misericordia de Dios. El infierno exalta la justicia de Dios.
Ambos revelan el amor de Dios. Todo existe para servir a Dios.

¢Y como es el cielo? No lo sé, "porque hemos visto muy pocas de sus
obras" (Eclesiastico 43:34). Pero el tiempo da pistas. Toda la belleza, la
verdad, la bondad y la paz sugieren algo grandioso més alld de la
muerte. "Vi un cielo nuevo y una tierra nueva" (Apocalipsis 21:1). "He
aqui, yo hago nuevas todas las cosas” (Apocalipsis 21:5).

The Dignity of the Human Person

Human life is sacred. The dignity of the human person is
the foundation of a moral vision for society. Direct attacks
on innocent persons are
never morally acceptable.
In our society, the gravest
example is abortion.
Euthanasia, assisted
suicide, human cloning,

e "% in vitro fertilization
and the destruction of embryos for research are others.
Protecting the dignity of life also includes overcoming
poverty, ending use of the death penalty, and opposing
racism, torture, unjust war, human trafficking and all
activities that contribute to the “throwaway culture”
identified by Pope Francis.

The Common Good

The common good is achieved when social conditions allow
people to reach their fulfillment more fully and easily. It
upholds the fundamental
right to life, which makes
all other rights possible.
It asserts the right to
food, shelter, education,
employment, health

care, housing, freedom
of religion and conscience, and family life. It requires an
economy thatserves people, not the other way around.

It calls on employers to uphold the dignity and rights

of workers by offering productive work, decent and just
wages, adequate security in their old age, the choice

of whether to organize and join unions and the opportunity
for legal status for immigrant workers. Workers should
contribute a fair day’s work for a fair day’s pay, treat
employers and co-workers with respect and contribute
to the common good. This principle requires we protect
and care for all of God’s creation, especially the most
vulnerable among us, and the earth, our common home.

Subsidiarity

The human person is social. The family is the fundamental
building block of society, based on marriage between a man
and a woman, a sanctuary
for creation and nurturing
of children. Policies and
programs should defend,
strengthen and respect

' this foundational unit
and uphold parents’
rights and responsibilities to care for and educate their
children. Further, every person and association has a
right and duty to actively shape society and promote the
well-being of all, especially the poor and vulnerable.
Subsidiarity means that society’s larger institutions
should not overwhelm or interfere with smaller or local
ones. These larger institutions are obliged, however, to
protect human dignity and meet human needs when
smaller institutions cannot adequately do so.

Solidarity

We are one human family, despite our national, racial,
ethnic, economic and ideological differences, called

to love our neighbor as ourselves. We must work to
eradicate poverty,
disease and racism; and
welcome immigrants,
refugees and asylum
seekers who are
seeking employment,

: safety, education and
a better life for their families. Solidarity requires
preferential concern for the poor. A basic moral test

of any society is how it treats those who are most
vulnerable. This preferential option for the poor and
vulnerable includes all who are marginalized — unborn
children, persons with disabilities, the elderly and
terminally ill, victims of injustice and oppression

and immigrants.
