In the beginning, the “Spirit hovered over the waters” (Genesis 1:2).
But Creation fell with Adam’s sin. At Christ’s Baptism, water is made
new. The Law of Moses foreshadowed Christ’s Baptism. Levitical
priests were washed in water before their consecration (Leviticus
8:6). “Whenever [Levites] enter the tent of meeting, they shall wash
with water so that they will not die” (Exodus 30:20). Ezekiel saw
water foreshadowing Pentecost: “I saw water flowing eastward from
the Temple’s threshold… The water flowed toward the right side of
the Temple…” (Ezekiel 47:1). Christ’s Baptism makes the waters
potent for giving the Holy Spirit in Baptism. “Behold, I make all
things new” (Revelation 21:5). Christ’s Baptism begins his public
mission. Baptism begins ours!

St. Maximums of Turin (5th century) wrote: “Christ is baptized not to
be made holy by the water, but to make the water holy by touching
it… For the consecration of Christ involves a more significant
consecration of the water.” Today’s Feast of the Lord’s Baptism
concludes the Christmas Season. However, the Light of
Christmastide shines through the feast of the Presentation on
February 2 (forty days after Christmas). At Our Lady of Lourdes, we
will keep our Manger Scene up through the Presentation.   

On Making the Waters Holy, by Saint Proclus of Constantinople
(5th Century)

[Christ] sanctified the fountains of waters and enlightened the minds
of men. Into the fabric of miracles, he interwove ever greater
miracles. For on this day land and sea share between them the
grace of the Savior, and the whole world is filled with joy. Today’s
feast of the Epiphany manifests even more wonders than the feast
of Christmas. On the feast of the Savior’s birth, the earth rejoiced
because it bore the Lord in a manger; but on today’s feast of the
Epiphany it is the sea that is glad and leaps for joy; the sea is glad
because it receives the blessing of holiness in the river Jordan. At
Christmas we saw a weak baby, giving proof of our weakness. In
today’s feast, we see a perfect man, hinting at the perfect Son who
proceeds from the all-perfect Father. At Christmas the King puts on
the royal robe of his body; at Epiphany the very source enfolds and,
as it were, clothes the river.

Al principio, el "Espíritu de Dios se cernía sobre las aguas" (Génesis
1:2). Pero la Creación cayó con el pecado de Adán. En el Bautismo
de Cristo, el agua se vuelve nueva. La Ley de Moisés anticipó el
Bautismo de Cristo. Los sacerdotes levíticos eran lavados con agua
antes de su consagración (Levítico 8:6).  "Cuando [los levitas]
entren en la Carpa del Encuentro se lavarán con agua para no
morir" (Éxodo 30:20).  Ezequiel vio que el agua anticipaba el
Pentecostés: "Vi agua fluir hacia el este desde el umbral del
Templo.... El agua fluía hacia el lado derecho del Templo..."
(Ezequiel 47:1). El Bautismo de Cristo hace que las aguas tengan el
poder de dar al Espíritu Santo en el Bautismo.  "He aquí, hago
nuevas todas las cosas" (Apocalipsis 21:5).  El Bautismo de Cristo
inicia su misión pública. ¡Y comienza el nuestro!
San Máximos de Turín (siglo V) escribió: "Cristo es bautizado no
para ser santificado por el agua, sino para hacer el agua santificada
con su presencia.... Porque la consagración de Cristo implica una
consagración más significativa que la del agua." La Fiesta del
Bautismo del Señor concluye la temporada navideña. Sin embargo,
la Luz de la Navidad se extiende hasta la fiesta de la Presentación
del Señor que es el 2 de febrero (cuarenta días después de
Navidad). En nuestra parroquia, mantendremos la escena de
pesebre hasta la fiesta de la Presentación.  

La santificación de las aguas según San Proclo de
Constantinopla (siglo V)

[Cristo] santificó las fuentes de aguas e iluminó las mentes de los
hombres. En el tejido de los milagros, El entrelazó milagros aún
más grandes. Porque en este día tierra y mar se unen en la gracia
de El Salvador, y todo el mundo se llena de alegría. La fiesta de hoy
de la Epifanía manifiesta aún más maravillas que la Navidad. En la
fiesta del nacimiento de El Salvador, la tierra se regocijó porque
recibia al Señor en un pesebre; pero en la fiesta de la Epifanía es el
mar que salta de alegría; el mar se alegra porque recibe la
bendición de la santidad en el río Jordán. En Navidad vimos a un
bebé débil, lo que demuestra nuestra debilidad humana. En el
banquete de hoy, vemos a un hombre perfecto, al Hijo perfecto que
procede del Padre perfecto. En Navidad, el Rey se pone la túnica
royal de su cuerpo; en la Epifanía, la misma túnica envuelve y, por
así decirlo, cubre las aguas del río.
