Upcoming Events

In November, the Church honors those who endured time’s “great
trial” (Revelation 7:14). “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, the new
creation has come: The old has gone, the new is here” (2
Corinthians 5:17)! “Behold, I make all things new” (Revelation
21:5)! The saints see the fresh new world of Heaven.   
November is about the Last Things: Death, Judgment, Heaven
and Hell. All Saints and All Souls Days begin a month of prayers
to souls in Heaven and for souls Purgatory. The latter are being
purified for Heaven. Like the finale of an unfinished symphony,
purgatory polishes up for Heaven.  
From November 1-8, you can obtain a “plenary indulgence” for a
deceased person if you pray for them or visit a cemetery. On All
Souls Day (November 2), just say an extra Our Father and Creed
in church for a deceased person. If needed, you must go to
Confession as well.
November recalls Time’s End, the Last Judgment, and Christ’s
Second Coming. Christ the King Sunday (November 23rd) is
prelude to Advent. From the First Sunday of Advent until
December 17, the readings at Mass will continue to anticipate
Christ’s Second Coming.
Death isn’t just something that happens. It’s a reckoning before
“Christ’s tribunal” (2 Corinthians 5:10). Our heart’s secret
“thoughts and intentions” (Hebrews 4:12) resurface. Excuses
vanish. We stand before Christ who “hands all things over to the
Father” (1 Corinthians 15:24). We stand on the cliff of Eternity.
Judgment is imminent. Our life flashes before us in a brief instant.
That’s judgment. 
“Christ’s tribunal” is not a courtroom. No lawyers. No cross-
examinations. The truth is its own testimony.  
Why does God permit Hell? Simply put, love can’t be forced. But
justice can be forced. Hell is the eternal loneliness of strict justice,
enforced on those unwilling to love. God won’t force you to love
Him or your neighbor. You must do it freely. Love is free, tested,
and purified – and it’s the essence of Heaven. Hell reveals the
splendor of God’s justice, enforced. Heaven reveals the splendor
of God’s love and mercy, freely chosen. What’s your choice?

En noviembre, la Iglesia honra a aquellos que soportaron la “gran
prueba” del tiempo (Apocalipsis 7:14).
“De modo que si alguno está en Cristo, nueva criatura es: lo viejo ha
pasado, he aquí lo nuevo ha llegado” (2 Corintios 5:17).
“¡He aquí que yo hago nuevas todas las cosas!” (Apocalipsis 21:5).
¡Los santos contemplan el mundo renovado del Cielo!
Noviembre nos recuerda las Últimas Cosas: la Muerte, el Juicio, el
Cielo y el Infierno. El Día de Todos los Santos y el Día de los Fieles
Difuntos inauguran un mes dedicado a las oraciones por las almas en
el Cielo y por las almas en el Purgatorio. Estas últimas se están
purificando para alcanzar el Cielo. Como el final de una sinfonía
inconclusa, el purgatorio perfecciona las almas para el Cielo.
Del 1 al 8 de noviembre, se puede obtener una “indulgencia plenaria”
por un difunto si se reza por él o se visita un cementerio. En el Día de
los Fieles Difuntos (2 de noviembre), basta con decir un Padrenuestro
y un Credo extra en la iglesia por un difunto. Si es necesario, también
se debe acudir a la Confesión.
Noviembre nos recuerda el Fin de los Tiempos, el Juicio Final y la
Segunda Venida de Cristo. El Domingo de Cristo Rey (23 de
noviembre) es un preludio del Adviento. Desde el Primer Domingo de
Adviento hasta el 17 de diciembre, las lecturas en la Misa continuarán
anticipando la Segunda Venida de Cristo.
La muerte no es solo un acontecimiento. Es un ajuste de cuentas
ante el “tribunal de Cristo” (2 Corintios 5:10). Los “pensamientos e
intenciones” secretas del corazón (Hebreos 4:12) salen a la luz. Las
excusas desaparecen. Nos presentamos ante Cristo, quien “entrega
todas las cosas al Padre” (1 Corintios 15:24). Nos encontramos al
borde de la Eternidad. El Juicio es inminente. Nuestra vida pasa ante
nosotros en un instante fugaz. Eso es el juicio.
El “tribunal de Cristo” no es una sala de justicia. No hay abogados.
No hay contrainterrogatorios. La verdad es su propio testimonio.
¿Por qué permite Dios el Infierno? Simplemente: el amor no puede
ser forzado, pero la justicia sí. El Infierno es la soledad eterna de la
justicia estricta, aplicada a quienes no desean amar. Dios no obligará
a nadie a amarlo a Él ni al prójimo. El amor debe ser libre, probado y
purificado, y esa es la esencia del Cielo. El Infierno revela el
esplendor de la justicia de Dios, aplicada con rigor. El Cielo revela el
esplendor del amor y la misericordia de Dios, libremente elegido.
