November’s windblown leaves tell a prophetic tale: “Vanity of
vanities, all is vanity” (Ecclesiastes 1:2). November taps us on the
shoulder and says, “It’s time to cut life’s silver cord.” Spring’s
freshness and summer’s lush green succumb to the chills of
winter’s death. And yet, November suggests hope: Advent and
Christmas loom on the horizon.   
Death is a mixed blessing. It brings fear and relief. Fear of the
hereafter and relief from the here and now. The afterlife is
unknown, notwithstanding Faith. Death relieves time’s burdens,
and it brings people together. Reconciliation and peace are given
to the dying – and to their grieving loved ones.
Your last Holy Communion, before death, is called Viaticum,
which means, “I go with you.” In death, no one can go with you –
except Christ. In Viaticum, Jesus takes you by the hand and walks
with you through death’s dark tunnel into Eternal Light. You’re
consoled before “Christ’s tribunal” (2 Corinthians 5:10). Your life is
an open book before God. Nothing is hidden. Nothing is feared.
Your willful resistance to God is overcome. Your soul is purified.
Baptism’s grace flowers in Eternal Light. You will rise from death. 
In death, we definitively accept or reject God’s mercy. In death,
we decide our hereafter. Heaven’s essential happiness is our
intimate Vision of God and friendship with saints in a Heavenly
City. Hell’s essential suffering is loneliness. 
“There are two ways, the one of life, the other of death; but
between the two there is a great difference” (Didache, “The
Teaching of the Twelve Apostles”, circa 60 AD). Life or Death.
Love or Loneliness. Heaven or Hell. We definitively choose one or
the other. God’s justice can be forced. But God’s love and
friendship must be chosen. In either case, both penitent and non-
penitent experience mercy, though in different ways. The penitent
experiences mercy as friendship. The non-penitent experiences
mercy as justice. “Between the two there is a great difference.”  
“See, I set before you today life and prosperity, death and
destruction. For I command you today to love the Lord your
God, to walk in obedience to him, and to keep his commands,
decrees and laws; then you will live and increase, and the
Lord your God will bless you in the land you are entering to
possess” (Deuteronomy 30:15-16).

“ ¡Vanidad, pura vanidad! ¡Nada más que vanidad!” (Eclesiastés 1:2).
Noviembre nos llama la atención y nos dice: “Es tiempo de cortar el
cordón de plata de la vida”. La frescura de la primavera y el verde
exuberante del verano sucumben a los fríos de la muerte invernal. Y,
sin embargo, noviembre trae esperanza: el Adviento y la Navidad se
vislumbran en el horizonte. 
La muerte es una bendición agridulce. Trae miedo y alivio: miedo por
lo que viene después y alivio del aquí y ahora. La vida después de la
muerte es desconocida, aunque tengamos Fe. La muerte cancela las
cargas del tiempo y reúne a las personas. Reconciliación y paz se
otorgan al moribundo y a sus seres queridos que lloran. 
La última Comunión que se recibe antes de la muerte se llama
Viático, que significa: “Voy contigo”. En la muerte, nadie puede
acompañarte, excepto Cristo. En el Viático, Jesús te toma de la
mano y te guía a través del oscuro túnel de la muerte hacia la Luz
Eterna. Tu recibes consuelo ante el “tribunal de Cristo” (2 Corintios
5:10). Tu vida se presenta como un libro abierto ante Dios. Nada
queda oculto. Nada causa temor. Tu resistencia a Dios se supera. Tu
alma es purificada. La gracia del Bautismo florece en la Luz Eterna.
Te levantarás de la muerte. En la muerte, aceptamos o rechazamos
de manera definitiva la misericordia de Dios. En la muerte, decidimos
nuestro destino eterno. La felicidad eterna del Cielo es el
acercamiento íntimo de Dios y la amistad con los santos en la Ciudad
Celestial. El sufrimiento eterno del Infierno es la soledad. 
“Hay dos caminos: el de la vida y el de la muerte; pero entre ambos
hay una gran diferencia” (La Didaché , “La Enseñanza de los Doce
Apóstoles”, circa 60 d.C.). Vida o muerte. Amor o soledad. Cielo o
Infierno. Elegimos de manera definitiva uno u otro. La justicia de Dios
puede imponerse, pero el amor y la amistad de Dios deben ser
elegidos. En ambos casos, el penitente y el no penitente
experimentan la misericordia, aunque de diferentes maneras: el
penitente experimenta la misericordia como amistad. El no penitente
como justicia. “Entre ambos hay una gran diferencia.”
“He aquí que hoy pongo delante de ti la vida y la felicidad, la muerte y
la desdicha. Si escuchas los mandamientos del Señor, tu Dios, que
hoy te prescribo, si amas al Señor, tu Dios, y cumples sus
mandamientos, sus leyes y sus preceptos, entonces vivirás, te
multiplicaras, y el Señor, tu Dios, te bendecirá en la tierra que vas a
poseer” (Deuteronomio 30:15-16).
