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A Tale of Two Prayers
By Father Fred Edlefsen

A dog barks up the wrong tree. Apply this to the spiritual life.
For example, holiness entails virtue and prayer. But there is
virtue, and there is “virtue.” There is prayer, and there is
“prayer.” The same word can apply to experiences that look
alike on the outside but are opposite inside. That’s the tale of
the Pharisee and the tax collector in today's Gospel. Two
characters are “virtuously” “praying” in the Temple. Take a
closer look.

The Pharisee thanks God he has the virtues that the other guy, over
there, doesn’t have. The Pharisee prays, so it seems. But he’s really
talking to himself. Moreover, the Pharisee notices the other guy —
the sinner — at the other side of the Temple. Otherwise, by all
appearances, both were doing the same thing in the Temple.

Why did the Pharisee compare himself to the other guy? Why did he
even notice? Perhaps, beneath the surface of his status and pious
appearance, he was unhappy and fearful of himself. Inside, he was
a chaos of frightful emotions: envy, inadequacy, self-loathing,
unhappiness, discouragement, flight from unresolved issues.
Perhaps he had sins and mishaps in his past that he long ago
turned away from, yet never reckoned with. Instead, he piled on
layer upon layer of pious pretenses, hiding from what he most
feared: the nothingness and illusions of past experiences. The
charades of Original Sin. Perhaps the tax collector’s sins, as the
Pharisee judged them, reminded him of everything unreconciled in
his own life. The Pharisee’s piety was smoke and mirrors.

The tax collector was not talking to himself. Like the Prodigal Son,
he was confronting himself, “but when he came to himself...” (Luke
15:17). In doing so, he encountered God who absolved him and
revealed him to himself. “Only in the mystery of the Word-made-
Flesh does the mystery of man come clear” (Second Vatican
Council, Gaudium et Spes, 22). Beneath the tax collector’s sins,
there was an intimate reckoning with something profoundly beautiful
and mysterious: the reality of God's personal and love for him. The
tax collector experienced the tears of penitence that opened the
door to the Divine Voice within. He discovered himself. Saint
Augustine said, “Magnum mysterium mihi suam” — “| am a great
mystery unto myself.” It is only in the Word-made-flesh that we
discover our true selves.

Una Historia de Dos Oraciones
Padre Frederick Edlefsen

Un perro ladra al arbol equivocado. Apliquemos esta imagen a
la vida espiritual. Por ejemplo, La santidad implica virtud y
oracion. Pero hay virtud y hay “virtud”. Hay oracion y también
hay “oracion”. La misma palabra puede describir experiencias
que, por fuera, parecen iguales, pero que por dentro son
completamente opuestas. Ese es el caso del fariseo y el
recaudador de impuestos en el Evangelio de hoy. Dos
personajes estan “orando virtuosamente” en el Templo.
Miremos mas de cerca.

El fariseo da gracias a Dios porque, segun él, posee las virtudes
que el otro, alla al fondo, no tiene. El fariseo parece estar orando.
Pero en realidad, esta hablando consigo mismo. Ademas, se fija en
el otro hombre —el pecador— que esta al otro lado del Templo. Por
lo demas, externamente, ambos parecen estar haciendo lo mismo.
¢ Por qué el fariseo se compardé con el otro? ; Por qué siquiera lo
notd? Tal vez, bajo la superficie de su estatus y apariencia piadosa,
habia infelicidad y miedo. En su interior reinaba el caos de
emociones oscuras: envidia, inseguridad, desprecio por si mismo,

- desanimo, tristeza, huida de heridas no resueltas. Quizas tenia

pecados y errores del pasado que habia tratado de dejar atras, pero
que nunca enfrenté realmente. En lugar de sanar, fue acumulando
capa tras capa de apariencias piadosas, ocultandose de lo que mas
temia: el vacio interior, las ilusiones de un pasado no reconciliado.
Las farsas del pecado original. Tal vez los pecados del recaudador
de impuestos, tal como él los juzgaba, le recordaban todo lo que en
su propia vida permanecia sin sanar. Su piedad no era mas que
humo y espejos.

El recaudador de impuestos no hablaba consigo mismo. Como el
hijo prodigo, se estaba enfrentando a si mismo: “y entrando en si
mismo...” (Lucas 15,17). Al hacerlo, se encontré con Dios, quien lo
absolvio y le revel6 quién era realmente.

"Solo en el misterio del Verbo encarnado se esclarece
verdaderamente el misterio del hombre" (Concilio Vaticano Il,
Gaudium et Spes, 22).

Debajo de los pecados del recaudador de impuestos, habia un
encuentro intimo con algo profundamente bello y misterioso: la
realidad del amor personal de Dios por él. El recaudador
experimento las lagrimas del arrepentimiento, que abrieron la puerta
a la Voz divina en su interior. Y alli se descubri6 a si mismo. San
Agustin escribié: “Magnum mysterium mihi sum” — “Soy un gran
misterio para mi mismo”. Solo en el Verbo encarnado descubrimos
quiénes somos en verdad.
