# Confessions must be heard behind the screen
Bishop Burbidge has granted a dispensation from the Sunday Mass
obligation to all Catholics in the Arlington Diocese. This dispensation
continues through our reopening and is extended until further notice.
Bishop Burbidge respectfully suggests that the following individuals
continue to stay home on Sundays:
+ those above the age of 65
+ those with an increased risk due to health conditions
+ anyone experiencing flu-like symptoms or who may have been
exposed to COVID-19
While unable to attend Mass, observing the Sabbath with prayer or
another devotion, such as a holy hour or rosary, demonstrates good
will and sincerity. A sample prayer of Spiritual Communion follows:
